Appointment of Minor Authority Representative Governor for Edenham CE School.

Parish Notice Boards

The Parish Notice Boards at Edenham and Grimsthorpe have been included in the present policy with Cornhill Insurance at no extra cost for the remainder of current the policy term. There will be an increase in annual premium of £4- 66p upon policy renewal.
