District Surveyor.
It was agreed that the parish clerk should write to the District Surveyor in respect of the following complaints:

a.
The road surface on the highway through Edenham and Grimsthorpe is deteriorating badly and traffic is throwing up pebbles onto the pavements causing pedestrians inconvenience. 
b. The pavements in the Parish are not receiving regular sweeping.

c. Water is collecting in dips in the road alongside No 45 Main Street and the Phone Box Main Street, Edenham during heavy rainfall. 

d. The double yellow lines be extended by Edenham Church as at this point the road narrows and problems could occur during church services etc. 

e. A request be made to have the road widened on School Lane from the garages on the southern side to the corner of church lane. This would help alleviate parking problems with school traffic in particular.
