Highway Matters.  A letter is to be sent o the Highways Department requesting that the following be addressed:
b. 3 “SLOW” signs to be placed on the approaches to Elsthorpe on the roads from Edenham, Bulby and Grimsthorpe.
c. A “Chevron” sign is positioned such to warn drivers, especially motorcyclists, of the sharp bend at the brow of the hill on the A151 road near Cranfield’s Farm on the way towards Grimsthorpe. The sharp bend has been the scene of several accidents recently. 

d. The 40 MPH speed limit sign positioned near to Pillarwood Farm on the A151 is still obscured by trees and requires rectification.

e. The letter received by the Parish Council from Mr Clarke, Grimsthorpe Estate, reference the poor visibility problem for car drivers at the Scottlethorpe Road/A151 junction is to be forwarded to the Highways department.
