Parish Clerk.

2. Millennium Projects.


a.
Heraldic Signs.
Councillor Joyce reported that the Grimsthorpe Estate has provided the timber for the Heraldic Village signs and that production is progressing well. The meeting requested that a delivery date for the completed items should be ascertained from Mr Felstead. A discussion followed on the suitable sites for the signs to be erected in each village and on the requirement for planning permission. Councillor Joyce agreed to investigate the planning requirements and the proposed locations for the signs are as follows:

-
Opposite School Lane junction with the A151 road near to the Village notice board.

Grimsthorpe 
-
On the roadside banking adjacent to Rose Cottage.

Elsthorpe
-
At the junction of Edenham and Grimsthorpe roads.

Scottlethorpe

Adjacent to the Well on Scottlethorpe Road.

A final decision on where the signs are to be erected will be made once planning requirements are known. It was agreed that members of the Parish Council would carry out the actual erection of the signs on Friday 26th May 2000, at a time to be decided. This will coincide with the Millenium celebrations that are to take place on Saturday 27th May 2000.

Highway Matters.  The Divisional Surveyor, Mr Bloomfield met Councillors Johnson and Martin as arranged to discuss the matters as last minuted. Councillor Johnson reported that although Mr Bloomfield was sympathetic to the request for a “Chevron” sign on the A151 near Cranfields’s Farm, the case does not meet the necessary criteria and hence he could not help. Mr Bloomfield stated that he will speak directly to Mr T Clark, Grimsthorpe Estate, to request that the repositioning of the iron fencing  at Scottlethorpe Corner to give drivers better visibility. He also suggested that in future it would be beneficial if matters concerning the Highways department could be collated and reported to him at one time, unless of an urgent nature, so that site visits etc. could be kept to a minimum.
