Millennium Projects.


a.
Heraldic Signs.
The secretary reported that he had again contacted Mr Felstead, on behalf of the Council, requesting a forecast delivery date and cost estimate for the heraldic signs. Mr Felstead was unable to give a firm date but indicated a period of 4 weeks for completion. Councillor Joyce agreed to contact him again to resolve the matter. It was agreed that the secretary should write to the Highways Department enquiring about the procedure to be adopted prior to erecting such signs and whether any planning consent will be required. Due to the delay in the delivery of the signs the secretary was also requested to enquire about the status of the Millennium Grant towards their cost.

Highway Matters. 
The campaign to get improved road warning signs for the A151 at the top of the hill by Cranfield’s Farm Edenham has eventually borne fruit. A ‘Bend Warning Sign’ was erected last month and, though not a ‘Chevron Sign’ as requested, it is hoped that it will help improve road safety at that point. The topic of motorcyclists using the A151 was discussed again with Councillor Woolley reporting that Lincolnshire Police had carried an operation into monitoring vehicle speeds along the A151/A6121 resulting in numerous offences being recorded, mainly by motorcyclists. It is intend to repeat this type of operation during July. The council agreed to monitor the situation.
