Prior to the Meeting the Chairman introduced Mr Felstead who had delivered the Heraldic Signs for the Parish. He thanked Mr Felstead for the superb job that he had made of the signs. Mr Felstead suggested that metal brackets should be used to mount the signs onto the oak posts and that a local tradesman had quoted £18-00p (plus VAT) for each sign. Mr Felstead agreed to liase with the secretary about procuring such brackets.  The Chairman thanked Mr Felstead who then left the meeting

Heraldic Signs.
It was agreed to pay the sum of  £680-00p for the signs and the sum of £72-00p (plus VAT) for the associated metal mounting brackets. The Chairman reported on the site meeting with Mr Brumfield (Highways Department) to discuss possible locations for the signs. After discussion the meeting agreed that the signs would be erected (by the councillors) as follows.

Scottlethorpe 
Adjacent to the Old Well situated on the south side of Scottlethorpe Road approximately one hundred yards from the Junction of the A151.

ii.
Grimsthorpe.
Adjacent to the Phone Box (eastern side) on the side of the A151 by Little Close.

iii.
Elsthorpe.
Adjacent to the Post Box.

iv.
Edenham.
 Adjacent to the Road signs at the junction of the A151 and School Lane (final position to be decided once councillors have studied the site individually.
