Matters arising: 

a.
Heraldic Signs.

Receipts for the Maintenance Grants awarded by the Parish Council have been received from the Village Hall and Playing Field Committees along with brief summaries of how the money is to be spent. The Parochial Church Council has yet to reply in writing.

Village Hall Direction Signs.
The secretary informed the meeting that MR G Clarke - |Lincolnshire County Council, Technical Services Group had provide a quotation of £230-00p for 2 single sided signs if no posts were required and £450-00pp if they were. Councillor Martin agreed to ask the Village Hall Committee if they would be prepared to share these costs. Councillor Joyce proposed that if this was acceptable to the Village Hall Committee then the secretary should contact Mr Clarke to arrange a site meeting with Councillor Martin to finalise costing. Insurance Premium.
The addition of the Heraldic Signs on the parish Insurance policy will involve an increase of approximately £10-00p per annum however; no charge would be levied until policy renewal.

Parish Precept 2001/2002. 
After much discussion on the Parish’s financial requirements for the year 2001/2002 it was proposed by Councillor Joyce and seconded by Councillor Woolley that the precept should be set at £1700-00p. This was agreed by the meeting and the secretary is to notify SKDC of this figure.
