Matters arising: 

a.
Village Hall Direction Signs.

Highway Matters.
Replies from Mr Brumfield, Lincolnshire Highways, reference the footbridge on the A151 – bridge is now on the programme for future works. He had also requested that initial contact be made with the Grimsthorpe Estate about procurement of the necessary land. This was done and Ms Fish, Grimsthorpe Estate, requested a draft plan of the proposal for presentation to the Trustees, to help expedite the planning process. Highway Matters   - School Parking.
Councillor Hill reported that he had contacted the Highways Department who had agreed that the painting of white lines near to the school, adjacent to the junction, was feasible. He agreed to contact the school on the proposal and report back to the parish council prior to final decisions being made.

Other Business.


a.
Councillor Peck raised concern over the safety of school children using the bus service to Bourne. Though the local education authority provides buses passes for children to use a normal public service vehicle, it appears that this does not mean that a seat is guaranteed. By the time the bus reaches Grimsthorpe and Edenham the seating is normally fully taken with several passengers already standing. Bearing in mind the recent fatal accident involving a child travelling to school by bus the practice of allowing children to stand must be considered unsatisfactory. It was agreed that a letter should be written to Lincolnshire Education Authority seeking their policy on the matter and requesting action be taken to improve safety on buses that are used by school children. A copy of the letter is also to be sent to the Delaine Buses Ltd who operates the service in question.

b. The following Highway matters were also raised:

i. The footpath alongside the A151 between Scottlethorpe Road and the Bridge in Edenham was crumbling away into the hedge bottom and by Scottlethorpe Road the inside verge was breaking up with gravel and soil falling onto the pathway. The hedges had  still had not been trimmed back as requested.

ii. The fence on the southern side of the A151 at Scottlethorpe Road is still causing an obstruction to drivers exiting Scottlethorpe Road.

iii. During heavy rain standing water builds up on the A151 at the corner between Gravel Bridge and Pasture Hill.

iv. The ‘Elsthorpe’ village sign was missing on Edenham Road Elsthorpe. 

v. There are still remains of the HGV’s coachwork on the verge of the A151 at the scene of the accident opposite Dairy Cottage, Grimsthorpe. 

It was agreed that the secretary should direct these matters to the relevant authorities.
