Prior to the meeting Mr Delaine Smith, of Delaine Buses Ltd, addressed the meeting on his companies views on the matter of child safety as raised by the parish council. Though he sympathised with the concerns of the Council he re-iterated that the necessary safety standards are maintained and that no actual overcrowding exists on the service in question. He also raised the issue of car parking at Edenham Primary School and the problems his company’s drivers have in turning the bus around especially to pick up children at school closure. After much discussion on the matter he proposed a possible solution, which it was agreed he should propose to LCC.

The chairman thanked Mr Delaine Smith for his attendance whereby he left the meeting.

PC Reg Burrell, Lincolnshire Police, briefed the meeting on the personal property marking scheme and it was agreed that he should visit the Parish on 11th May, between 10:00am and 1:00pm to provide information to parishioners on the scheme and carry out marking as required. Marking equipment will also be for sale at £6-00p per set, including marking pens and varnish. The secretary is to publicise the visit via the Parish Magazine. PC Burrell also briefed the meeting on an increase in 4x4 vehicle thefts in the area.

Following discussions with Mr Clarke, Grimsthorpe Estate, the secretary reported that the relevant information had now been passed to Mr Brumfield, Lincs Highways. Mr Brumfield thanked the Parish Council for their assistance and it is hoped that the footbridge design can now be finalised. Mr Clarke also agreed to provide a cost estimate for the fence relocation at Scottlethorpe corner and once received it is hoped to progress the proposal.

Golden Jubilee Celebrations.
 Councillor Martin reported that plans are well under way for the Jubilee celebrations. Lady Jane Willoughby has agreed to attend and is prepared to loan a painting of the Coronation for display at the formal dinner. The Parish Council has paid the deposit of £140-00p for the Steel Band booked to play at the Parish Party; the remaining sum of £230-00p is to be paid on the day (this contribution to the celebrations as agreed 13 Nov 01). After receiving comments from parishioners over costs, it was agreed that the organising committee be requested to relax the dress code for the Formal Dinner to lounge suits, not black tie. The matter of a permanent reminder of the Jubilee is still being considered.

School Bus Safety.
Following the previous discussions with Mr Delaine-Smith the meeting agreed that more details on pupil numbers using the service were required to confirm the expected loading of the service. Councillor Hill, LCC agreed to seek this information from LCC on the Parish Council’s behalf. He also agreed to pursue the matter of car parking by Edenham School with the school authorities.
