Prior to the meeting Mr R Stewart, SKDC Planning Department, gave a small presentation on the role of the Planning department and to introduce himself to the Parish Council. Following a brief question and answers session the chairman thanked Mr Stewart for an informative presentation and his time. 

Previous Minutes

Matters arising: 

a.
Bus Safety.
Councillor Hill LCC reported that he had not obtained the information on travel voucher numbers from LCC as the information was not readily available. Councillor peck reported that children from the parish had told him that so far this term there appears to be a number of spare seats available from Grimsthorpe through to Bourne. It was therefore decided not to pursue the matter any further at the current time but to monitor the situation. 

b.
School Parking
Councillor Hill has arranged to visit Edenham School and discuss the matter of car parking around the school and of children’s safety etc. with the head mistress on November 20th. He is to pass on the Parish Council’s concerns over the way in which parents appear to disregard the safety of children and themselves in the vicinity of the school as they drop off and pickup children. A lot of this could be negated if they were to use the village hall cark park as already agreed by the village hall committee. 

c.
Highways – A151 Road Safety. Results from the recent traffic survey had been received indicating that a total of 25,000 vehicles used the A151 through the Parish over a seven-day period, with an even flow in each direction. There was evidence of some excessive speed but this was considered by the Lincs Road Safety Partnership (LRSP) to be less of a problem than in other locations.  Mr Brumfield, LCC Highways Dept, informed the secretary that although items such as high visibility speed limit signs and road markings could be considered, he believed that though initially drivers would take heed, in the long term complacency would set in and again speed limit would be exceeded. Also with the proposals to improve pedestrian safety by the bridge in Edenham, Mr Brumfield considers that the introduction of traffic signals by the bridge, similar to those sited at Ryhall, would not only allow for proper footpaths on the carriageway but would have the benefit of calming traffic through the village dramatically. Such a proposal would also cost considerably less that the proposed separate footbridge and with the added benefit of traffic calming is likely to be looked upon more favourably by LCC. 

The meeting discussed the proposal and although the stopping and starting of vehicles at such traffic controls would possibly result in more noise for adjacent properties it was considered that the overall safety improvements for pedestrians and drivers alike were paramount. It was therefore agreed that Mr Brumfield be requested to pursue the matter urgently. 

In the light of the recent fatal accidents along the A151 between Bourne and Corby Glen it was also agreed that the secretary write to the LRSP inviting a representative to attend the next Parish Council Meeting to discuss the matter and receive local comment on the situation. 

d.
Audit.
The secretary reported that as yet nothing had been heard from the auditors. 

e.
Councillors Gregory – Retirement. 
The chairman presented Mrs Irene Gregory with a crystal glass bowl and a bouquet of flowers on behalf of all the councillors, marking her retirement from the Parish Council. He thanked for her efforts and support during the 29 years service she has given to the parish.
Formal Notices of the vacancy have been placed in village notice boards but as yet no interest has been shown.

f.
Parish Magazine.
 Councillor Joyce reported that the PCC has yet to arrange a meeting to discuss the magazines production. The secretary is to contact the vicar to asking for such to be arranged prior to the next parish Council meeting in January 2003.

g.
Churchyard Maintenance
Councillor Joyce reported that Edenham PCC had recently contracted someone to cut the grass in the churchyard 5 times during next years growing season at a cost of £250-00p. Hopefully this will resolve the matter but the situation will be monitored. 

h.
Local Government Funding.
Following the report from Councillor Hill at the last meeting reference the proposed funding cut to rural councils. The secretary has received an information pack from Lincolnshire County Council (LCC) detailing the proposal. It was agreed that the secretary writes to LCC highlighting the Parish’s concerns over such proposals.

i.
Police Funding

Details of the proposed police funding changes were discussed and it was agreed that the secretary writes to the Home Secretary voicing the Parish’s concerns over such proposals and the impact they are likely to have on such a rural parish as ours.

b.
The matter of standing water on the A151 adjacent to Gravel Bridge and the Five Bells Public House, Edenham during recent heavy was raised. Also the condition of the footpath between Scottlethorpe corner and the bridge in Edenham is becoming dangerous. These are to be reported to the Highways Dept.
