Highways  – A151 Edenham
 The secretary reported that the Highways Dept has informed him that the proposed plan to improve pedestrian safety at the Bridge in Edenham will be subject to the normal consultation period once plans are finalised and prior to any work commencing.

c.
Highways - A151 Road Safety.   The secretary reported that the Lincolnshire Road Safety Partnership (LRSP) had informed him that results of research into the accidents along the A151 are nearly finalised and improved signage at Dolan Lane junction is proposed. The A151 has also been included in the recently introduced ‘Red Route’ Campaign by the LRSP and a road sign highlighting the fact has been erected on Pasture Hill.

d.
Parish Funds.
No replies from the Parish have yet been received following the council’s request for ideas on community projects. Councillor Joyce proposed that a children’s play area be considered for the village playing field. The secretary is to look into availability of grants etc but volunteers are still required from the parish to help run such a project. Notice to be placed in the Parish Magazine.

a.
Refuse Collection.
Councillor Peck reported that numerous complaints had been received about the new refuse collection service.  These concerns are to be referred to SKDC.  He also presented a local press cutting reference the use of temporary traffic calming signs deployed by the LRPS in other local parishes and requested that a log of traffic incidents throughout the parish is commenced. It was agreed that LRPS be contacted about having such signs utilised within our parish and that a traffic incident log is started. 

b.
Roadside Verges.
Councillor Martin reported that the recent cutting of the grass verges alongside the highways in the parish had been very poor with some areas not being touched at all. This is to be reported to the Highways Dept. He also reported that the pond adjacent to the Village Playing field had been cleared and a bench placed by it in memory of Mrs Margaret Bradley.

c.  Footpaths.
Councillor Joyce reported that complaints have been received form parishioners about the obstruction to footpaths alongside the A151 in Edenham (especially between Scottlethorpe and the Church) by overgrown hedgerows. The matter is to be referred to, Grimsthorpe Estate, to ensure remedial work is undertaken to maintain pedestrian safety.
d.
Gunborough Hill.   Councillor Woolley reported that the recent temporary repairs to the carriageway edges on Gunborough Hill had been washed away during the recent heavy rain, leaving debris along the carriageway. To be reported to the Highways Dept.
