Open Forum.
Mr David Fulluck, of Edenham, attended the meeting in reply to the council’s invitation to participate and the chairman thanked him for his interest.

a.
School Parking
The chairman reported that it had been decided at a recent Governor’s meeting of the school that a Park & Stride scheme for pupils, where they are escorted from the school in small groups to meet their parents at the village hall car park, is to be introduced. This should reduce the parking problem by the school especially in the afternoon.

i.
 A151 Road Safety.  As yet no further information has been received from the Lincolnshire Road Safety Partnership (LRSP) on the work they were to carry out following the last Parish Council meeting. However, there have been several more accidents along the A151 near to Edenham in recent weeks and these are to be reported to Mr Steve Empson, LRSP.
ii.
Damaged Bridge – Scottlethorpe Road.
The secretary reported that the Highways Dept are not responsible for the bridge but that Grimsthorpe Estate owns it. The Estate is awaiting insurance monies from the car owner involved whereby remedial work can be started.

Audit.
The secretary reported that Audit had been completed satisfactorily and the report was shown to the council. A cheque for £58.75p had been sent in payment of their fees.

Councillor Vacancy. 
The chairman introduced Mr Julian Phipps, who signed the necessary declaration of acceptance of office as a member of the council. Following the chairman’s announcement of retirement above, a notice is to be placed in the Parish Magazine advertising the vacancy along with the forthcoming Local Government Election. Mr Fulluck, present as a member of the public, stated that he was interested in filling the vacancy and was given Nomination Papers, along with all Councillors, by the secretary to be included in the Election.

 Councillor Martin informed the meeting that he believed that the Vicar is possibly arranging a meeting to discuss the magazines production in April.
