Highways  – A151 Edenham
Concern was expressed that as yet no formal notification had been received on the proposed introduction of traffic signals by the bridge in Edenham. The Highways Dept is to be requested to provide these so that the council can consider them in detail at the next meeting.

Highways - A151 Road Safety.  The recent spate of accidents along the A151, especially at the corner by Dolan Lane has been reported to the Lincolnshire Road Safety Partnership team who are still working on their study of accidents on the A151 throughout the Parish. It is hoped that their recommendations will be implemented promptly to reduce the number of accidents along this dangerous stretch of road.

Councillor Martin also reported that in a recent road accident on the A151 by Grimsthorpe House, Grimsthorpe the edge of the carriageway being eroded away was possibly a contributory factor. This is to be reported to the highways department.

Councillor Joyce reported that the re had been an old cement mixer parked on the vergeside by No 12 School Lane for some considerable time and was considered to be not only an eyesore but obstructing the view of other residents accessing adjacent properties.
