Previous Minutes

Read and signed by the Chairman.

1.
Open Forum.
2 Parishioners attended the meeting in reply to the Parish Councils invitation to participate. The secretary also passed on comments he had received form Mr Stanford of Elsthorpe on his concerns over the increased traffic through the small hamlet of Elsthorpe as people used the road as a cut through from Morton via Gunborough Hill to Grimsthorpe to join the A151 and on the increased size of agricultural traffic.

Matters arising: 

a.
School Parking
Councillor Hill briefed the meeting on the outcome of his discussions with the head mistress over the matter of car parking in the vicinity of the school. She shares the councils concerns and has agreed to re-emphasise the problem to parents via newsletters etc. It was agreed to wait and see the outcome.

b.
Highways – A151 Road Safety.  Mr Steve Empson and Ms Joan Wilson from the Lincolnshire Road Safety Partnership (LRSP) gave the meeting an overview of the partnerships role and on what actions they could take to resolve matters of road safety. These consist of providing advise and carrying out traffic accident surveys to pinpoint accident clusters and accident links on carriageways throughout the local area based on reported injuries. This enables them to target remedial actions on such clusters and links by improving signage road markings or making recommendation to have carriageway repairs etc. Several clusters had been identified already but after informative discussions at the meeting other areas such as the section between Edenham and Grimsthorpe would be looked at more closely. 

c.
Audit.
The secretary reported that the accounts are to be included in the statutory 5% of all accounts that will be subject to closer examination by the auditors, which will mean completion in the near future. 

d.
Councillor Vacancy. 
The chairman introduced Mr Julian Phipps, present as a member of the public, who has shown an interest in taking up the vacant councillor post. After discussion and with no other candidates coming forward, Councillor Joyce proposed that Mr Phipps be co-opted onto the council. This was agreed buy all members and the secretary is to arrange for the necessary paperwork to be raised ready for the next council meeting.

e.
Parish Magazine.
 The secretary reported that as yet the Vicar is still to arrange a meeting to discuss the magazines production, which he hopes to do in the near future

f.
Local Government Funding.
The secretary reported that a reply had been received from the Rt. Hon. Nick Raynsford, MP, Minister of State for Local Government and the Regions on the above topic. Councillor Hill also reported that Lincolnshire had not been penalised as they originally feared during the revised funding programme and that the LCC thanked all for assistance in raising the issue with central government. 

g.
Police Funding.

The secretary reported that a reply had been received from the Home Office in reply to the council’s letter, acknowledging the council’s concerns over police funding. Councillor Hill reported that the review had now been formalised and in fact Lincs Police had not faired as badly first thought. Again, thanks were passed for all efforts in raising the areas concerns of proposed cuts to rural police funding.

h.
Freedom of information Act 2000.
The secretary reported that the Commissioner of Information has accepted the Council’s adoption of the Model Publication Scheme for Local Councils (Core Classes Only). 

i.
Best Value Parish.
Following the notices inviting Parishioners to participate in Local Government, the Chairman thanked the 2 members of the public for attending. Further notices are to be placed for future meetings and hopefully more interest will be shown.
