	1.
Annual Parish Meeting.

	The Chairman welcomed 4 members of the public who were present and asked for comments/questions from the floor on any matter with regard to the Parish.

 In reply to the recent questionnaire issued by the Swings & Slides committee on the proposed Children’s Play Area, Mrs Betty Waite asked for more details, including how many children are there in the parish that would use it? what would be the initial cost to the parishioners (ie would council tax be increased?), is there likely to be a problem with vandalism, what would be the ongoing costs ie insurance and maintenance and who would be paying.  Cllr Joyce replied on behalf of the Swings & Slides Committee stating that initial costs would be met by independent fund raising/grants with no direct effect on the parish precept; although local children numbers are low it is hoped that the facility will encourage parents driving children to Edenham School to park at the village hall, helping to reduce traffic congestion on School Lane. Insurance would be included in the current parish council policy, the likelihood of vandalism is considered to be very low and maintenance especially during the initial few years whilst equipment is new are considered to be negligible. Once installed the equipment will be the responsibility of the Parish Council with the expected low costs being met by the current levels of precept. Mrs Waite requested that these details be published in the parish magazine. Cllr Peck highlighted the fact that the proposal was the only real positive feed back from the requests for ideas to improve the parish’s facilities.

Mr Henry Hawes raised concerns over the recently replaced litterbin on Church Lane, which was considered to be too large and unsightly for the location. It was agreed that the Parish Council would review the situation and try and identify a more suitable bin (Mr Hawes offered to assist in meeting extra costs).

Mr Arthur Stanford, Elsthorpe, raised concerns over the recent closure of the A151 in Edenham and the heavy amount of damage caused to local ‘Shortcuts/Diversions’ taken by traffic, especially HGV’s. It was agreed that the planning of the diversions etc and the actual work itself could have been better organised and should have been completed in the original timescale. Cllr Hill LCC apologised on behalf of LCC for the situation and agreed to pass on these comments to Lincs Highways along with concerns from residents that the temporary diversions now appear to becoming yet another “rat run” with excessive traffic speed for the size of roads and villages as drivers from the A15 at Morton avoid Bourne. 

The new traffic lights in Edenham appear to be all operating well no obvious traffic build up as first thought. However, the stop line on the southern side needs moving back as 2 HGVs find it difficult to pass and the north side requires drainage gulleys clearing. The re-laid road surfaces on the A151 are in general uneven and the section re-cambered by Dairy Cottage, Grimsthorpe still hasn’t helped accidents as a vehicle has already left the road at that point. 

With the general traffic speed reduced by the placement of the lights in Edenham it is now thought that the current 30mph limit should be extended to the south to replace the section of 40mph limits towards Pillarwood Farm.  

The vice-chairman thanked the public for their support, closed the Annual Parish Meeting and formally opened the annual Parish Council Meeting.
